(GREEMSBORO, MC) - The 2018 USA South Women's Basketball Tournament
championship game took place on Sunday, February 25 on the campus of
Greensboro College in Greensboro, North Carolina as West second-seeded
Piedmont College defeated West top-seeded Berea College, 69-63, to capture

the program's second consecutive USA South Tournament title.

Piedmont gained control early in the game and led for all but five seconds of the
first two quarters thanks to eight made three-pointers. The Lions largest lead
was 12 points which is what the margin was at halftime (41-29). The majority of
the third quarter was a back-and-forth affair until Berea ended it on a 5-0 run to
close to within six points. The Mountaineers came all the way back to tie the
game at 55-55 with just ower three minutes remaining in the game before the
Licns ended the contest on a 14-8 run to distance themselves and earn the
championship.

Piedmont was led by Bridgette Kelly who scored a team-high 18 points, 15 of which gave the Lions a sizable first half lead, to go along with six rebounds. two assists and two steals. For her
efforts during the tournament, Kelly was named the Most Valuable Player. Additionally, Carlie Shields and Brittary Walker each contributed 12 points for Piedmont. Berea was led by Zacche
Small and Bri Lanham who each posted double-doubles.
